§ The ILF’s Board of Trustees has managed the recruitment process and the 

Secretary of State has approved the appointment. 
 
§ The ILF provides financial assistance under the terms of a single publicly 

financed discretionary Trust Deed – The Independent Living Fund (2006), 
governed by a Board of nine Trustees. 

 
§ The ILF is an executive non-departmental public body sponsored by the 

Department for Work and Pensions (DWP).  It awards payments to 
severely disabled people to support the cost of their personal care and/or 
domestic assistance. To get payments from the ILF you have to meet 
certain conditions. 

 
§ The ILF currently provides financial support to over 21,000 disabled 

people in the UK allowing the opportunity for full inclusion in society.   
 
§ The budget allocated to the ILF for the financial years 08/09, 09/10 and 

10/11 for Great Britain are £343m, £351m and £359m respectively.  The 
allocated budgets for Northern Ireland in 08/09, 09/10 and 10/11 are 
£10.05m, £10.7m and £11.2m respectively.
